Strangely enough pictures of a young ACC cricketer with a striking semblance to Lee, albiet with an extravagant 

haircut, can be seen in the Lounge Bar.  

  

On the Mens side an ambitious pre season has been put in place including fixtures against Surbiton plus a regimen of 

twice weekly training sessions.

To help with matters, we would like to ask all of you if either yourself or a member of 

your family belongs to a Group, Company, Association, Foundation or Society etc., that we might be able to approach 

for a grant of some form to help with maintaining the SL grounds at facilities. Please do ask around & if you think you 

can help in anyway, please contact Sherpa or myself. As you can gather from my notes above, things are still very tight 

financially at SL and more income over the bar, fund raising and bookings for the Function & Board rooms, playing 

facilities etc., are still needed.  Please could we therefore also ask you all to help by turning off lights, taps, showers 

in the Clubhouse when they aren’t needed, by closing changing room doors to retain the heat etc., and finishing on time 

on the astro, especially when the floodlights are in use & letting the bar staff or myself know when the lights are no 

longer needed – IT ALL HELPS!!  

 

Finally to finish on a happy note, there is a new photo display up in the function room of the 90th Ball and if you were 

there your picture is on it. GOOD LUCK for the coming season, enjoy your hockey and of course COME ON U RED &
